But that's 
not really the case here. The onlymagic that happens concerns two dijinn (genies) who are actually a thoughtless King 
and Queen who were imprisoned in a slave bracelet by a distressed wizard. Supposedly whenever the jewels on the 
bracelet are rubbed the King and Queen are released and must serve the "rubber". Amazingly, though, when the slave 
bracelet is found by the hero of the story's young serf, and he rubs the jewels just like he is supposed to, the dijinn are 
released but pop right back in to the bracelet without offering the youngster his wishes! This allows the bracelet to 
conveniently end up in the hands of the heroine who, of course, gets her wishes. I understand this is a paranormal 
romance and that "weirdness" is bound to happen but, really, when an author sets up a set of basic rules they should be 
consistent. This inconsistency was an obvious and huge boo-boo that should have been caught before the book hit 
publication. This type of confusing rule-bending only served to annoy me right off the bat. What follows is pretty 
much a standard medieval tale about a young, innocent maiden whose greedy father's machinations ruin her reputation 
and force her into the arms of the warrior hero. If you like your heroes wounded you'll like Connor. I did. He's broken 
in spirit and body and only wants to live out the rest of his life in peace and quiet.
