There is one 
main storyline: Shadowman is trying to collect the keys to open the gates to Hell, but it is actually woven out of 
several minor story lines. It's a third-person narration, so we observe how the situation develops first from Amira's 
POV, who is a 1st generation angel in a human body and one of the key holders, then we get introduced to sexy and 
gorgeous Nathan, a 3000 and some year old Spirit Guide and also Kaylee, an oblivious human who sees strange 
shadows and feels being watched. Due to several events they meet together at one point of the story with one goal to 
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prevent Shadowman from getting ahold of the keys. How they can do this seems to be a bit of a problem, since 
Shadowman is apparently not just any demon and though evil, he is connected to an innocent Kaylee. The best way to 
get rid of the evil being is through its host, but then there is that mess of feelings developing between Nathan and 
Kaylee. And not to forget some rebellious groups with their own agenda but who may or may not work against 
Nathan's plans.I liked the book. The storyline is intriguing and keeps you on your toes. There are twists and turns with 
new characters and story lines popping up.
