The book closes with Enid noting "that current events in 
general were more muted or insipid nowadays than they'd been in her youth" during the Great Depression of the 
1930s. Now, "disasters of this magnitude no longer seemed to befall the United States". It's a line Franzen couldn't 
have written after 11 September, 2001--and, perhaps because of its now forgotten confidence, The Corrections is a
